Dear BRHA Executive,

I write in response to the letter received yesterday, regarding my comments on brhahockey.com referring to the costs of the BRHA site. I can confirm that I have not been advised of the £900 cost which I had quoted, by any member of the Executive and that this figure was taken from the rumours which are currently on the “league Grape-vine”.

I would dispute that this comment was “disrespectful” or “insulting” to the members of the Association; however this is now irrelevant as the comment has been deleted and publicly withdrawn and a statement including an apology has been released by me addressed to all members of the Association which would therefore include all of you.

I would further point out that there was nothing slanderous about this comment and it could only be considered to be sarcastic at a stretch of the imagination!
With regards to your comment that the reference to the rumoured cost was a “breach of confidentiality” I would point out that a cost for something like this should never be confidential in the first place, especially considering the source of the funds for the project!

I would further state that this information was not supplied to me by any member of the Executive, but that it is a figure which many people within the League have been led to believe is the actual cost. I am unsure of the initial source of this information, but believe it may have originated from a meeting involving the managers, in which case it would have been an Executive member who supplied that information.

You have also made references to the portrayal of the Leagues image and its need for support from the Associations members in order to grow. You write this as if brhahockey.com or indeed I myself are hindering this, which is certainly not the case! I would remind you that had I not personally paid the hosting bill for last season, which was listed on the BRHA accounts package as a recurring payment, there would not have even been a website for the members of the Association to use. Thanks to the fact that the site was in place last season, there were enquiries to yourselves from Clubs including South West Panthers (BIPHA) regarding joining the BRHA and also to our clubs from potential players looking to join them.
I would also remind you that in the absence of the new BRHA site; the support from members including myself supplying and publishing information (which has clearly not been supplied to me by yourselves) on brhahockey.com so far this season, has actually helped to make this information available! I would also remind you that despite the fact that you had not supplied the information to me directly, with exception of the fixtures which were sent in error, you have directed the Association Members to brhahockey.com to get the information which you had not posted. It has been purely the efforts of the managers within the League and also those of myself, which has enabled the information to be published online at brhahockey.com.
If any of you, yourselves felt that you were insulted or indeed felt disrespected by my discussions of the expected cost of the BRHA website then I would refer you to my previously mentioned published apology.
